  Additional Active $70
Employee of an existing PPGBA Active member.

  Sustaining  $100
An individual or firm that provides products and/
or services to professional photographers. May 
access all benefits plus additional benefits specifi-
cally for sustaining members.

  Additional Sustaining   $70
Secondary sustaining member, where another 
member is designated as the primary sustaining
member for that company. Employee’s member-
ships may be transferred to another employee 
with payment of the current badge fee.

  Retired   $50
An individual no longer active in photography. 
Must have been a member of PPGBA for at least 
five years and must be at least 50 years of age. 
May access all benefits except the right to vote, 
hold office or use the PPGBA logo.

  Student   $50
An individual preparing for a career in photog-
raphy and enrolled on a full-time basis in a state 
accredited college or university. Must submit 
documentation showing full time enrollment for 
each year of student membership status. NOTE: 
This catagory not applicable if you present your-
self to the public as a working photographer. 
(either full or part time)

  Out of State  $50
An individual residing outside California. May 
access all benefits except the right to vote, hold 
office or use the PPGBA logo.

3. At all times endeavor to produce pho-
tographs of a quality equal or superior to my 
samples displayed; to apply my best efforts toward 
providing the best possible photographic services 
and to play my part in raising the general standard 
of photographic craftsmanship.

4. Show a friendly spirit of cooperation to my 
fellow professional photographers and assist them 
whenever possible, should they  be in trouble or 
difficulty.

5. At all times avoid the use of unfair competi-
tive practices as determined by any court of com-
petent jurisdiction, the Federal anti-trust laws and 
related statutes.

6. Assist my fellow photographers and share my 
knowledge with them and encourage them indi-
vidually and collectively to achieve and maintain 
the highest standards of quality.

7. Recognize the authority of PPGBA in all 
matters relating to the interpretation of this Code 
in accordance with statutes of the governmental 
agencies of competent jurisdiction.
